GARBAGE FEES

We notified you in last month’s newsletter that BFI increased the garbage charges that are assessed to the City for garbage pickup. The City Council reviewed the new rate information and decided not to adjust the monthly garbage rates for the residents until the beginning of the City’s next budget year.  Our City budget is adopted and begins each year on July 1st.   
CITY ADDRESSING
The City of Saratoga Springs began as a small development in Utah County over 5 years ago.  Since that time, we have made great progress in gaining professional assistance and expertise in many areas.  One of the problem areas that the City has had is that many City addresses were incorrect.  For the past year we have made changes and corrections to many addresses and appreciate the patience of all residents.

Having the correct address is critical in two ways.  First, the automated 911 emergency response system automatically shows the address of the caller.  If this address is incorrect, then emergency services have difficulty responding to medical calls.  

Second, having the incorrect house number on the outside of the house may also cause emergency and City personnel to not be able to correctly and quickly respond to your needs.

FIRE NEWS

The City Council has approved the construction of a new Fire Station / Public Works building in the North end of the City.  The building will be located at 11600 West, at the South / West corner of the Harvest Hills project.  

Saratoga Fire/EMS Department continues to be busy.  Half of the department is testing for their Fire Fighter I & II certificates.  A Wild land refresher course is scheduled for March.  Wild land training for new members is scheduled for April.

A big thanks to all the volunteers for helping to keep our City safe and keeping current with their training.   Keep up the great work!

UTILITY CONSTRUCTION

The City will be re-building Saratoga Road between the back entrance of the Saratoga Springs Development and the Jordan River Bridge this spring.  The construction date has not been set, but this project will cause some disruptions along the road.  Check the website for updates on this project.

The City recently had a debate regarding the placement of power lines underground in Redwood Road.  Several property owners and residents along Redwood Road requested that the City continue to work with Utah Power and the developers to bury the power lines.  The developers and the City agreed to pay the costs of underground installation and Utah Power has agreed to allow the lines underground.  Again, construction dates are not yet known, but we will keep you updated as much as possible. 

BUSINESS LICENSES
The City’s ordinances require that anyone conducting a business from a location within the City, even from their home, must obtain a business license in order to do so.  The City staff can approve most business licenses that are either commercial licenses or home occupations.  Certain types of home occupations do require public hearings where surrounding property owners are notified of the proposed business.
