Each year prior to July 1st, the City adopts its annual budget.  This process is an exercise by City staff and the City Council in evaluating and projecting existing and future revenues and expenditures.  Put simply, the City Council adopts a fiscal plan that says how they are going to collect and spend public funds in the next 12 months. CITY MARINA COMPLETED BY MEMORIAL DAY

The City has 
issued its final bid in the completion of the Marina Park.  A restroom building and large picnic pavilion are now under construction and are scheduled for completion by Memorial Day.  Other final improvements include: landscaping, lighting and additional parking.  This is a beautiful new park that will serve both City residents and regional users of Utah Lake.  We will soon be publishing our management procedures that will include fees and regulations for the use of the park and will make those available to the City’s residents as soon as possible.  This fine facility was paid for through the collection of park impact fees which all new residents paid when they moved into the City.  The City also received a grant from the State of Utah for $50,000 for a portion of the park project.  We are proud of this park and know that you and your families will benefit from this public area for many years to come.
