CITY BUDGET
The City’s annual budget runs from July 1 to June 30.  Every year the City Council holds work meetings and other public meetings and deliberates over the upcoming year’s estimated revenues and costs.  This year the Council has approved a tentative budget for public review and will be adopting the final budget on June 10 at 7:00 p.m.  Some of the items of interest this year are: a proposed increase in the number of Sheriff Deputies to be assigned to the City, possible water, sewer and garbage rate increases in the utility funds, three additional full-time employees, and discussion over the use of the city center park parcel, particularly the construction of a permanent City office building. 


Our City is very fortunate since the majority of the public infrastructure such as roads, water and sewer lines, sidewalks, trails, fences, street lights, parks and other landscaped areas have been and will continue to be  constructed by private developers.  The City has been fiscally conservative and very careful to avoid unwise financial obligations.  The current City Council has created a policy that user fees will pay 100 % of the costs of services such as utilities or street lights in order to avoid 
property tax increases or other burdensome measures.  We have also used City reserve funds, mostly impact fees, to build several projects such as new sewer lines and the reconstruction of Saratoga Road and this process will continue.
FIRE DEPARTMENT ISO RATING

The Saratoga Springs Fire/EMS Department recently completed an independent preparedness audit performed by the nationally recognized Insurance Services Office or ISO.  We have been given a Public Protection Classification of 5/9.  While this number may mean nothing to most of us, it is critically important to the underwriters of your homeowner’s insurance policy.  You should contact them and let them know that your community has this rating.  It is likely that you will receive a reduction in your homeowner’s insurance premium.  Congratulations to Chief Vickers and the Fire/EMS Department for working so hard to increase our public safety and protection!

ELECTRONIC UTILITY PAYMENTS

You may or may not know that the City now has the capability to allow automatic electronic payments to be made directly from a private bank account into the City’s account for the purpose of paying City utility bills.  Many residents have already taken advantage of this program, which is called the Electronic Fund Transfer (EFT) program. 2003 MUNICIPAL ELECTION

In November 2003, the City will be holding a municipal election for three four-year term council seats.  Interested candidates should be aware of the requirements to hold elected office and the dates in which to declare their candidacy.  The requirements for candidates are as follows: 1) must be a citizen of the United States, 2) must be at least 18 years old by the next election, 3) must be a registered voter within the City of Saratoga Springs, and 4) must have resided in the City of Saratoga Springs or recently annexed area for a period of 12 consecutive months immediately before the date of the election.  Each person seeking to become a candidate for a municipal office shall file a declaration of candidacy in person with the City Recorder or Deputy City Recorder during regular business hours (M-F 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m.) between July 15, 2003 and no later than 5:00 p.m. on August 15, 2003. Interested persons must meet the qualifications and requirements set forth above in order for their declaration of candidacy to be accepted.
