

WATER CRISIS & CONSERVATION

The City is having great difficulty providing secondary water for all of its residents in this hot weather and continued drought.  We urge you in the strongest way to conserve water.  Please water less than you normally do and only between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 10:00 a.m.  We recommend that you water during the evening or early morning hours only, that you adjust you automatic clocks (if you have them) so that you are only watering for 10 minutes at a time and that you not water more often than every 3 days.  If you don’t have automatic sprinklers or clocks, then please take care not to over water.  This will present a challenge for your lawns and plants, but please do your best to save water.


If we continue to have to use culinary water to supplement our outside watering habits then the City may not be able to always provide water.  It is possible, due to the drought, that there comes a time when we simply will not have water for outside use.  The more that we can all conserve water, the longer we can delay that time and hopefully avoid such drastic measures.


The City is aggressively pursuing additional water sources and supplies and temporary measures along the canals that would give us increased supplies of water for this year.  We will do our very best to continue to provide water to all of our residents without interruption.  Thanks in advance for your best efforts in this temporary crisis.

BUDGET AND RATE INCREASES


This year the City Council approved increases in the culinary water, sewer, and garbage rates.  The rate changes in water are a long-needed adjustment that will assist the City to improve its service to you and ultimately keep costs down in the future.  The City has elected to improve its ability to electronically measure water levels throughout our system and to read meters through the use of radio technology.  A portion of these rate increases will be to retro-fit some of our oldest neighborhoods with radio meters.  By automating these systems, the City will be able to run the system with fewer employees ultimately saving all of our citizens money by keeping our costs low.  The new culinary water rates are: $8.75 per month and $0.90 per 1,000 gallons used.

Costs in the garbage fund have also increased and charges are now $10.50 per month for the first can and $6.00 per month for the second can.


Costs in the sewer fund have also increased and charges are now $9.50 per month and $1.35 per 1,000 gallons of water used.

NEW RECYCLING SERVICES

The City is pleased to announce that we can now offer a curbside recycling program to most of the City’s residents.  Our service provider, BFI, has proposed that they can offer curbside recycling for $5.00 per month.  They have told us that they cannot offer this service to the Lake Mt. Estates or Pelican Bay neighborhoods at this time, but all other areas are eligible to participate.  They have told us that this service will be available when at least 300 customers sign up to receive it.

If you would like to have curbside recycling, please call the City Offices at 766-9793.


Also, BFI, our garbage contractor, has requested that if you place any lawn or garden clippings in your trash cans, to please bag that material so that it doesn’t blow out of the cans or make a mess in the neighborhoods when they empty your container.
 CONSTRUCTION

You may have noticed that there is an active construction project on Saratoga Road between the back entrance of the Saratoga Springs Development and the Jordan River Bridge.  This project should be completed in approximately 60 days and we appreciate everyone’s patience as they drive around town.  This will be a beautiful road when it’s complete and a great improvement to this area. 

Utah County has built a nice pavilion at Inlet Park.  The County is also building a hike/bike bridge over the Jordan River, to connect the hike/bike trails together.  This is a great safety improvement for trail users. 
The City has built restrooms at the City Marina, concrete pads for picnic tables, and is in the process of building a pavilion.  Grass is also planted and will be ready for use shortly.  This park will be a beautiful part of the City’s recreation and open space system.

All residents of the City of Saratoga Springs are invited to attend City Council and Planning Commission Meetings.  

City Council Meetings are held every 2nd and 4th Tuesday with Work Sessions from 6:30-7:00 p.m. and the Meeting continuing from 7:00 p.m. until finished.  

Planning Commission Meetings are held every 1st and 3rd Tuesday at 6:30 p.m.  All of these meetings are held at the City Offices.  

If you have an after hours water or sewer emergency, you may call Utah County Dispatch at 343-4100, and they will dispatch City personnel to assist you.

2003 MUNICIPAL ELECTION

In November 2003, the City will be holding a municipal election for three four-year term council seats.  Interested candidates should be aware of the requirements to hold elected office and the dates in which to declare their candidacy.  The requirements for candidates are as follows: 1) must be a citizen of the United States, 2) must be at least 18 years old by the next election, 3) must be a registered voter within the City of Saratoga Springs, and 4) must have resided in the City of Saratoga Springs or recently annexed area for a period of 12 consecutive months immediately before the date of the election.  Each person seeking to become a candidate for a municipal office shall file a declaration of candidacy in person with the City Recorder or Deputy City Recorder during regular business hours (M-F 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m.) between July 15, 2003 and no later than 5:00 p.m. on August 15, 2003. Interested persons must meet the qualifications and requirements set forth above in order for their declaration of candidacy to be accepted.
CITY PLANNING COMMISSION AND COUNCIL NEWS


The Planning Commission and City Council have reviewed and approved two major developments in June.  The first, The Benches development, is a large single family development located west of the Saratoga Hills neighborhood.  This project contains 419 single family lots, 160 acres and two large parks.  The development agreement for this project was approved on June 10.  Second, the Dalmore Meadows project, located approximately 1 mile south of the Four Corners, contains 89 lots and 3 acres of commercial development.  This project also contains several acres of wetland and upland park space by the Jordan River.  

Both the Commission and Council also approved neighborhoods 8 & 9 of The Villages development.  The Villages is a large master development plan located north of Lake Mountain Estates on the west side of Redwood Road.  This project contains over 3,200 dwelling units and several major parks and open space areas.  Neighborhoods 8 & 9 contain over 400 single family homes and several acres of open space.


The Planning Commission has also been working on a new land use plan for the City.  They have spent the last several months analyzing the City’s existing land use plan, reviewing the City’s existing codes, etc. and have proposed a land use plan that describes a variety of future land uses.  The include, a city center area, expanded commercial areas at the Crossroads (Four Corners), and several mixed use/residential concepts that will be a part of the City’s future land development ordinances.  We appreciate their time and effort to try to preserve and make Saratoga Springs a high quality area in which to live.
