

MT. VIEW CORRIDOR


On the back of the newsletter, there is written information that describes a transportation study that is being undertaken that affects our City.  The Utah Department of Transportation is studying transportation options in an area that has been named the Mt. View Corridor.  You may remember the Legacy Highway project being discussed in the last few years.  This study is the next phase of examining transportation needs and options for new major transportation facilities that would serve the western portions of Salt Lake and Utah Counties.


A critical part of this project is to obtain public input from several of the communities within the study area.  So in your materials you also have a map and a comment form with some questions for you to consider.  Please take a moment to provide some comments.  While this project will not affect the City for several years, it is very likely that it will eventually have a significant impact on our area.
SNOW SPRINGS ELEMENTARY

SHERIFF WARNS ABOUT BURGLARIES 


There have been some burglaries recently in the City and the Sheriff has given us some tips about how to better protect our homes and property.  First, make certain that your garage door stays closed at night or in fact, anytime that you’re not using the garage.  Second, if your car is not in a secure garage overnight, make sure that it is locked and that the garage door opener is not in it.  The City had a burglary where a garage door opener that was stolen from a locked car was used to gain entry into the garage.  Finally, pay more attention to suspicious vehicles or activities that may be occurring in your neighborhood.

UTILITY RATE INCREASES


In last month’s newsletter we informed you of the utility rate increases that the City Council adopted in June.  You will notice that those utility rate increases are reflected in this month’s utility bill.  Again, those rate increases were in the water, sewer and garbage funds.  The new culinary water rates are $8.75 per month and $0.90 per 1,000 gallons used.  The new sewer rates are $9.50 per month and $1.35 per 1,000 gallons of water used.  The new 
garbage rates are $10.50 per month for the first can and $6.00 per month for the second can.

NEW RECYCLING SERVICES


As a reminder, the City can now offer a curbside recycling program to most of the City’s residents.  Our service provider, BFI, cannot offer this service to the Lake Mt. Estates or Pelican Bay neighborhoods at this time, but all other areas are eligible to participate.  This service will cost $5.00 per month.  Also, remember that this service will not be available until at least 300 customers sign up to receive it.  


If you would like to have curbside recycling, please complete the enclosed sign up sheet and return it to the City Offices with your utility payment.


Also just a reminder, BFI, our garbage contractor, has requested that if you place any lawn or garden clippings in your trash cans, to please bag that material so that it doesn’t blow out of the cans or make a mess in the neighborhoods when they empty your container.

2003 MUNICIPAL ELECTION

Just a reminder that in November 2003, the City will hold a general municipal election for three four-year term councilmember seats.  Interested candidates should be aware of the requirements to hold elected office and the dates in which to declare their candidacy.  The requirements for candidates are as follows: 1) must be a citizen of the United States, 2) must be at least 18 years old by the next election, 3) must be a registered voter within the City of Saratoga Springs, and 4) must have resided in the City of Saratoga Springs or recently annexed area for a period of 12 consecutive months immediately before the date of the election.  
Each person seeking to become a candidate for a municipal office must file a declaration of candidacy in person with the City Recorder or Deputy City Recorder during regular business hours (M-F 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m.) between July 15, 2003 and no later than 5:00 p.m. on August 15, 2003. Interested persons must meet the qualifications and requirements set forth above in order for their declaration of candidacy to be accepted.
