CITY COMMITTEES

The City meets a great deal of its long-range planning and special services needs through citizen committees.  These committees are formed by the City Council and generally the Mayor, City Council member or key staff person oversees committee activities and work program.  The committees are:  Parks and Trails, Recreation, Transportation, Urban Design, Public Safety (and Fire Council), Finance, City Historian, and Communications.  The City is also considering the formation of a library committee.  Citizen members of committees hold periodic meetings, carry out assignments and evaluate long-range planning scenarios and strategies.  The City also has two official boards: the Planning Commission and the Board of Adjustment.  These committees and boards provide a valuable service to the City’s residents by carrying out their assignments and providing public input.  Most committees and boards make recommendations to the City Council and so are able to have input on many important City functions and service areas.
