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SNOW REMOVAL

Already this season we have experienced a few major snow storms.  During our snow removal we have noticed that there are several parked cars and City garbage cans on the streets overnight.  This is not normally a concern, but for snow plows, this is a huge and difficult problem.  Plows will pile up snow around parked cars, will not be able to plow as much of the street when they have to maneuver around cars or cans, and sometimes plows can actually hit parked cars or garbage cans.  So please try to have any cars parked off the streets and cans removed quickly during the winter months.  Also, please pay close attention to weather reports and if there is a storm coming, make certain that the streets in front of your homes are clear.  Your efforts will help a great deal.

You may have noticed already that the City crews always try to clean off and sand the major streets in the City first.  That is, your neighborhood street may not be cleaned off as quickly as a main collector street or an entrance to a neighborhood or subdivision.  This is the best way to clean our streets and we apologize for any inconvenience this may cause.  The City attempts to clean and make all streets safe after a snow storm.  However, if you feel like you’ve been missed, please don’t hesitate to call and leave us a friendly reminder.

NEW CITY COUNCIL
The City Council is:
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CITY BUILDINGS
The City owns eight (8) acres of property in and around the location of the current fire station and City Office trailer.  This property is part of a larger twenty (20) acre parcel that has been planned to become the City center of Saratoga Springs.  We recently hired an architectural firm, MHTN Architects, to complete a space needs analysis (a ten year projection), a conceptual building design and site layout for the City center site.  We will be finalizing this study in the next sixty (60) days and will be sharing that information with the City’s residents prior to making decisions about building any City offices.

The City has chosen the site for a new fire station/public works facility and is now making preparations for construction of that building.  We have chosen the northwest portion of the north regional park located in the Hearthstone Development.  The property is located east of and adjacent to the Coyote Creek Ranch property at approximately 8400 North 11600 West.  This building will be a three-bay fire station with offices for fire personnel and public works employees.  There will also be an outside area where the Public Works Department will store materials and equipment.  These two departments have seen large increases in service responsibilities throughout the City.  Presently, there is only one fire station located in the center of the City and this leaves longer response times to the north area of town, particularly the Crossroads intersection where the City receives a majority of its emergency medical calls.  Also, the Public Works Department personnel currently do not have any office space or yard space and their responsibilities are increasing rapidly as the City continues to grow.
SECONDARY WATER REUSE

The City is part of the Timpanogos Special Service District that treats our sewer effluent.  In the past eight months, the District (at the City’s request and urging) has been studying the option of recycling water so that it may be used for outdoor purposes after treatment.  We believe that this is a great source of secondary water for the City and conceptual plans and studies are moving forward to measure the feasibility of using recycled water in the City.  The completion of these investigations is still several months away, but if the City determines that we can use this water, then we will be publishing additional information about how it could be used and where it would be stored, etc.
