mountain view corridor

 
The most recent Mountain View Corridor (MVC) Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) public outreach program resulted in overwhelming public participation. Last July, the EIS team announced the eight alternative concepts that will be studied during the next year. As a result, the MVC team gathered approximately 1,000 public comments regarding the transportation concepts presented. Comments and suggestions are currently being analyzed as part of the team’s effort to understand the benefits and impacts of each alternative. 

 

The EIS team is now beginning to add details to the concepts such as interchange locations, transit station locations and number of roadway lanes. This process includes working proactively with city and county planning, engineering and economic development staff. As these details are developed, the EIS team is also beginning to evaluate potential impacts to traffic, socio-economics and the natural environment.

 

No decision on a preferred concept will be made until all potential impacts are assessed. Periodic website updates (udot.utah.gov/mountainview) will provide information about the MVC EIS concept design details and impacts evaluation. Comments will continue to be accepted throughout the EIS process, including a public hearing on the Draft EIS expected in Fall 2005.
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
